will focus on TEI specifically as the basis of collaborative work between libraries, archives and re-
searchers, and also between institutions. We will use the examples of FIHRIST as a long running
and well established union catalogue of manuscript descriptions, and of Cambridge Digital Library
as a repository which combines descriptive and image data.
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
